Description on how to download Daily US Stock and ETF  data from IEX Cloud:
IEX, the Investors Exchange, provides APIs to fetch time series data for U.S. equity securities, including exchange-traded funds (ETFs). You may use your Test API in the sandbox or Production API in IEX cloud to retrieve data. However, IEX may scramble the free data for the sandbox.

Below examples show the ways to download up to 5 years of daily APPL data.

Note that you may want to shorten the data time frame if it is not free.

Some historical data time frame examples are:
5y, 2y, 1y, ytd, 6m, 3m, 1m, 5d, or /date/YYYYMMDD

Set-up:

1. Copy the following line and append to your existing “mywebserver.txt. If your portfolio name is “IEX_Stock_D.tic’, change <your-portfolio-name> to IEX_Stock_D.

Or

2. Change the download time frame to a shorter one (e.g. 1m) for faster download.

3. Copy the supplied “IEX_Stock_D1.fmt” file to the “fmt” subfolder under the Data File Location (indicated on the Preference screen).
4. Set up the portfolio.
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
